Subtracting Integers
-3-10= -13

Add to the negative side or change the subtraction sign to addition and make the 10 a negative. -3+-10=-13

3-10=-7

If the first number is smaller then the second the answer will always be a negative and you just subtract the higher from the lower. (Remember can you take 7 fingers from 3)

-3- (-10) = -7

-3+ +10= 7

Do a change/change when you have two negative signs next to each other. Then look to see what number is higher and that will give you your sign. Next look at you signs; if you have two of the same signs you add and if you have two separate signs you subtract.

3-(-10) = 13

3+ +10 =13

Do a change/change when you have two negative next to each other. Look to see what number is higher and then look at the sign. If you have two of the same signs you add and if you have two separate you subtract.

Adding Integers

-3 + -10= -13

Look to see what the higher number is and what sign is in front of it.
Look to see what the signs are; if you have two of the same signs add.

If you have two separate signs subtract.
3+-10 =-7

Look to see what the higher number is and what sign is in front of it.

Look to see what the signs are; if you have two of the same signs add.

If you have two separate signs subtract.

3 + 10 = 13

Look at the signs; remember if there is no sign in front a number it will always be positive.
